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Caiden Cowger has become one of the main voices in the young conservative arena, and 

at the age of 17, he became the “youngest” nationally syndicated radio host in the history of talk 

radio, as named by Talkers Magazine. He launched his eponymous show, The Caiden Cowger  

Program, on December 5, 2010, when he was 12 years old. On September 29, 2015, the program 

officially became syndicated. 

Talkers Magazine reports that normally only 19 percent of people under 35 listen to talk 

radio. Reaching thousands listeners each week, 82.6 percent of Cowger’s listeners are under 35, 

making The Caiden Cowger Program the next generation of conservative talk radio. He is 

known for his lively, witty, humorous and passionate commentary on politics and current events. 

On his show, he provides a Christian—conservative—perspective on the most recent news 

concerning the nation. 

Recognized for his achievements, Cowger was selected as an honoree in 2015 for Red 

Alert Politics’ 30 most influential conservatives under 30. In 2016, he was named as one of 

Newsmax’s 30 most inspirational conservatives under 30. 

He has founded several political organizations and news-outlets, most under his business 

the Cowger Nation Media Network. In 2012, he started CowgerNation.com, which is a news 

outlet that provides political information and conservative opinion on issues regarding the United 

States. In 2013, he launched Cowger Network, which is a news/talk television channel 

distributed by Roku Inc.
